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Julho, 2022

No corrente més, no total,
registaram-se 543 casos de doengas
de declaragdo obrigatoria.

As mudangas mais significativas nas
doencgas deste més incluem: um aumento de
800% e uma diminui¢do de 99,2% dos casos
de Gripe (18 casos) em compara¢do com o
més homodlogo do ano passado (2 casos) e
com o més passado (2207 casos). uma
diminuicdo de 73,9% e 52% dos casos de
Varicela (12 casos) em comparagcdo com o
més homologo do ano passado (46 casos) e
com o més passado (25 casos). uma
diminuicdo de 76,7% e um aumento de 53,8%
dos casos de Salmoneloses (20 casos) em
comparagdo com o més homologo do ano
passado (86 casos) e com o més passado (13
casos). uma diminui¢do de 94,6% e 83,3%
dos casos de Enterovirus (6 casos) em
comparagdo com o més homologo do ano
passado (112 casos) e com o més passado (36
casos). uma diminuicdo de 100% dos casos de
Escarlatina (0 caso) em compara¢cdo com o
més homodlogo do ano passado (3 casos) e
com o més passado (6 casos). uma diminui¢ao
de 100% dos casos de Parotidite infecciosa
(papeira ) (0 caso) em comparacdo com o
més homodlogo do ano passado (5 casos) e
com o més passado (3 casos).

Quanto aos casos de tuberculose
declarados, registaram-se neste més 25 casos,
foi registado uma diminui¢do de 35,9% dos
em relag@o aos 39 casos do periodo homologo
do ano passado, entre os quais, 18 casos foram
de tuberculose pulmonar.

Foi declarado 1 caso de HIV.

Foram declarados 2 casos de SIDA.

Foram declarados 1323 casos Infeccao
respiratoria severa associada a outros
coronavirus (448 casos confirmados, 448
casos locais e 0 caso importado / 784 casos de
infeccdo assintomatica, 735 casos locais e 49
casos importados ).

July, 2022
A total of 543 cases of
mandatory notifiable diseases

were reported this month.

Diseases with significant changes in this
month included: The number of Influenza
infections cases (18 cases) increased by
800% over the same month of last year (2
cases) and decreased by 99.2% over the
previous month (2207 cases) respectively.
The number of Varicella cases (12 cases)
decreased by 73.9% and 52% over the same
month of last year (46 cases) and the
previous month (25 cases) respectively. The
number of Salmonella infections cases (20
cases) decreased by 76.7% over the same
month of last year (86 cases) and increased
by 53.8% over the previous month (13
cases) respectively. The number of
Enterovirus infection cases (6 cases)
decreased by 94.6% and 83.3% over the
same month of last year (112 cases) and the
previous month (36 cases) respectively. The
number of Scarlet fever cases (0 case)
decreased by 100% over the same month of
last year (3 cases) and the previous month
(6 cases) respectively. The number of
Mumps cases (0 case) decreased by 100%
over the same month of last year (5 cases)
and the previous month (3 cases)
respectively.

A total of 25 cases of Tuberculosis were
reported, decreased by 35.9% over the same
month of the last year (39 cases). Among all
the tuberculosis cases reported, 18 cases
were lung tuberculosis.

1 HIV case was reported.

2 AIDS cases were reported.

A total of 1323 cases of Severe
Respiratory Infection associated with
other coronavirus (COVID-19) was
reported, with 448 confirmed cases (448
local cases and O imported case) and 784
asymptomatic infection cases (735 local
cases and 49 imported cases).

Summaries of disease outbreaks and
emergency public health events are
demonstrated respectively in Table 1 and 2.
